Whereas, The Telstar 1 satellite carried to Europe a 14-minute program, which included footage of
Mt. Rushmore and Custer State Park; and,

Whereas, Many South Dakotans contributed to this technological feat, which will celebrate its
so™ anniversary of this important milestone in broadcast television:
