HAVA grants are established by the South Dakota HAVA State Plan and approved by the HAVA Grant Board.
The HAVA Grant Board, with the approval of the State Board of Elections, is made up of four County Auditors
(two Democrats and two Republicans), the HAVA Coordinator in the office of the Secretary of State, one
member from the disability community and one member from the Department of Tribal Relations.

The maximum amount for which a county may apply for non-in-person satellite voting center related expenses
is 59,000 per Primary and General Election cycle or 54,500 per year. Exceptions may be made in extraordinary
cases such as satellite absentee voting locations, as defined in the HAVA State Plan. Applications must be
received by the Secretary of State's office by July 1't of every odd-numbered year for the following year's

anticipated expenses. Applications will be approved or denied by November 1't ofthe odd-numbered year.

lf a county is denied a HAVA grant, the county may submit an appealto the State Board of Elections to review
the decision and must do so within 30 days of receiving their denial notice. Thedecisionof theState Boardof
Elections is final and may not be appealed again.
