Constitutional Amendment A

Title: An amendment to Article VI, Section 7 of the Constitution,
relating to the rights of a criminal defendant.

Attorney General Explanation:

The Constitution currently guarantees certain rights to a person
accused of a crime. Amendment A would amend the Constitution
to state that a criminal defendant may argue the merits, validity,
and applicability of the law, including sentencing laws.

Constitutional Amendment B

Title: An amendment to Article III, Section 5 of the Constitution
to clarify the responsibility of the Legislature to provide for its
own apportionment.

Attorney General Explanation:

The Constitution requires the Legislature to establish legislative
districts every ten years. Voters from each legislative district elect
one state senator and one or two state representatives to the South
Dakota Legislature. Amendment B would require the Legislature
to adopt a new plan, in a regular or special legislative session, if a
court invalidates the districts established by the Legislature.

Constitutional Amendment C

Title: An amendment to Article IV, Section 4 of the Constitution,
extending the time allowed for the Governor's review of legislation
passed by the Legislature.

Attorney General Explanation:

The Governor must veto legislation within five days of
presentation while the Legislature is in session, and within fifteen
days of presentation if presented within five days of adjournment
